Youth Club 
Descriptions of Volunteer Jobs for Parent Participation

Director:  Coordinate all volunteers, schedules, etc.  Runs the show!  Commitment is weekly +!  (In the past, we have also had Assistant Directors, Co-Directors and an Administrative Director to accommodate schedules and talents.)

Treasurer:  Deposits checks, pays bills.  Done on own time, own computer; no weekly commitment. 

Bible Study Teachers:  Using curriculum provided, teachers lead discussion for groups of up to 10 children.  The purpose of Youth Club is to help children come to and grow in their knowledge and faith in Jesus, so this is a very important position.  Teachers should be PCNP members.  Commitment is for a 45 min. class every week (4:30-5:15pm for 3rd and 4th graders or 5:45-6:30pm for 5th and 6th graders) and 5/6th grade teachers should plan to attend/teach at the 5/6th grade retreat (Sat.-Sun. in March).

Experiencing God Leaders:  Romans  8: 28 ‘And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him’

Our goal here is to teach children that God can be found in ALL areas of their lives. Each class should have their own (written) Aims and Objectives with a common thread.

1. Contemporary culture is used to teach eternal truths. 
2. The Bible is used as the source of the eternal truths.
In addition to being spiritually based, these classes should be interactive, participative and fun for the children.  Leaders need to plan and prepare their own classes each week.  Curriculum is available for some classes and training and guidance can be arranged over the summer. Leaders should have a plan for a substitute in case of absence.  Commitment is for at least one 45 min. class every week (two, if possible); children are broken into two age groups, 3/4th and 5/6th, and meet 4-4:45 and 5:45-6:30, respectively. Leaders should arrive early enough to be ready to greet the children at the start time.  We are aiming for 2 leaders/co-leaders per class. Classes are described elsewhere and include Puppets, Kingdom Service Club (KSC), Kids on a Mission, Science, Drama, Movie Madness, Christian Video Production, Logos in Lego,  and Hands of Worship.
Recreation Leaders:  These classes are for the children to have fellowship with other Christians.  Leaders need to plan and prepare their own classes each week.  Commitment is for two 30 min. classes every week (3/4th and 5/6th, unless otherwise noted); 4-4:30 and 4:45-5:15, respectively).  While Biblical principles are not necessarily taught, they should be integral.  Classes include: Arts/Crafts, Fun/Games, Sports, Cooking, and Scrapbooking  
Kids Club Coordinator (and assistants):  Provide Youth Club Volunteers’ children in 1st/2nd grade with a structured program including Bible Story, craft, music, recreation and dinner (provided by Youth Club).  Commitment is every week 3:45-5:30.
Food Coordinator:  Dinner is served every week, but not without a lot of coordination.  This coordinator makes sure the dinner teams are set up and reminded when they are on.  They make sure all aspects of the kitchen are taken care of.  Need to be there each Thursday until each dinner team is trained, then commitment is just reminder e-mails/calls.

Dinner Dean:  In charge of timing and flow of dinner each week.  Makes sure tables are set, makes announcements, runs games, dismisses kids after dinner, organizes 6th grade dinners, trains and contacts table parents about upcoming events.  Should be assertive, but fun-loving.  Commitment is every week (5-6 pm plus contacting table parents during week).

Table Parent:  Sits at dinner table with 7-8 children facilitating conversation, making sure they’re in control, and making sure they follow the instructions (children do the “running” to get more food, clean up).  After children leave, parents help set the tables for On-Line (7/8th grades).  Commitment is every week 45-60 min., and one cake will need to be made/decorated for Birthday night.

Dinner Crew:  Assigned to a specific dinner; participate in getting the meal ready and served (and ready for On-Line, as well).  Commitment is 4-6:30 on the days you are on.  One person on each crew will be needed as the team captain with additional responsibilities.

Floaters:  This is a scheduled general substitute.  You will be assigned specific weeks to show up 4-6:30 pm to sub wherever needed.  No advance preparation will be necessary. 

Babysitter:  Assist the babysitters on staff with the children of Youth Club volunteers.  The need varies year to year.  Commitment is 4-6:30 every 3-4 weeks.

Assistants:  Assist Experiencing God leaders or Recreation leaders teachers on a weekly basis; leading when regular leader/teacher cannot be there.  Leaders determine need for assistant based on class size and class plans.  Commitment is weekly; time is dependent on which class you assist; little to no preparation would be required.
